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Nakamini Village Profile

Nakamini Village is located in Minani Parish, in Namalemba Sub County, in the northern part of Iganga District. Located fairly near to the main road, Nakamini has reasonable access to public transport. Namakini’s nominated Health Center is Busembatia government health Center III, though the resources are scarce at this particular health center, so villagers often choose to go to the more distant Namalemba Health Center instead, which is a private clinic but more likely to have the drugs villagers require, if at a fee. 

Nakamini is one of the 70 villages Uganda Village Project will be working with in the Healthy Villages Initiative and has been identified by the District Health Office as a village in the bottom quartile in terms of health. Indicators include having less than 60% latrine coverage and no source of clean water within a one kilometer radius. Most of the villagers in Nakamini rely on farming, growing maize, sugar cane, coffee and sweet potatoes. Many villagers also rely on livestock and raise chickens, goats, pigs and cows.

Current Health Situation 

During the initial community meeting with Nakamini’s Local Chairman and community members, the gathering was requested to identify what they felt were the leading health problems existing in the village. People mentioned:

· Rampant population of mosquitoes causing a high malaria rate

· Lack of enough safe water sources

· The distance to the local health center too far for practicality

· Eye problems, prevalent particularly among the elderly.

· Back ache and joint pains. 

· HIV and STIs common in the village

· Poor feeding of babies and pregnant women in the village. 

The village is looking forward to the arrival of the intern team and happy to work together with them on the health problems identified in the village.
